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STOCKTON'S WEATHER STATION – APRIL 2019 
Headlines -  High Pressure over the North Sea dominates 
The average minimum temperature in April was 4.2 deg C, very close to the 
monthly average (4.0 deg).  The lowest temperature was -1.8 deg. C on the 10th. 
The average maximum temperature was 14.4 deg. C, two degrees above the 
monthly average (12.4 deg). The highest temperature was 23.5  deg. C on the 
22nd. (Good bank holiday weather) 
Rainfall for  the month was only 17.5 mm compared to the average 
(49.5mm). The highest daily rainfall was 10 mm on the 2nd but it only rained on 
6 days. 
The wind has blown mainly from  the south-east, east and north-east (22 days). 
Although we had a warm and sunny Easter weekend the sunshine for the month 
was only 13% more than average. 
Trivia of the Month - April continues the recent trend of lower than average 
rainfall. In fact it has not rained properly since the middle of March with 
only 20 mm in 45 days.  The first quarter of the year (January to April) has 
had only 75% of the average rainfall.

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STOCKTON PARISH COUNCIL - CHAIRMANôS REPORT FOR 2018/9 
 
A major thing to note is the overspend on our budget in the last year of about 
£12,000. This was planned and was met from our reserves as we knew there 
would be several one-off large items of expenditure such as the replacement of 
old street lighting columns and the activities to mark the centenary of the end of 
World War I.  Incidentally the events on Remembrance Day, November 11th last 
year were worth all the effort that went into their organisation as it was 
extremely well attended and a fitting recognition of the sacrifices the men of our 
village made.  
The  current position on the items in last yearôs action plan is as follows: 
Playing field lease - this has been held up because it is linked to the planning 
application for homes on the old football field (also known as the scout field) 
and this is unlikely to be submitted to Stratford until early autumn. 
Street lighting - three of the oldest columns in Napton Road were replaced. For 
some time the parish council has been unhappy with the charges from Eon who 
supply the electricity  and have now agreed to switch our electricity supplier 
from Eon to SSE and will save about £3,200 over the four year contract. 
New cemetery - as there are still about one or two years use left in the existing 
cemetery this has not been a priority. 
Stockton crossroads - the consultants report was received and it is available to 
view on the parish council website.  The parish council has discussed which of 
his recommendations are a priority  for implementation. 
Village heritage features - the railings around the village pump have been 
installed and the interpretation board will be delivered and installed in the next 
month. The two water pumps have also been given a new coat of paint. 
 
Turning to the new year I propose that the items in our action plan for 2019 -20 
should be: 
Street lighting - to place the order for  ten lights to be upgraded from the yellow 
sodium lanterns to the white LED version, and to identify the next ten to be 
upgraded in 2020/1. 
Stockton crossroads - We will be discussing with Warwickshire traffic 
engineering staff which of the recommendations we can implement and we will 
be putting in a bid for a grant from the Warwickshire Road Safety fund in the 
next week.  The parish council wants to see improvements to the signs and road 
markings that will increase motorists concentration when they approaching the

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junction and reduce their speed  as these  appear to be the main factors in the 
cause of collisions. 
Playing field lease - once planning permission is given for the homes on the old 
football field the lease will be agreed and funding sources investigated to 
upgrade the play equipment in line with the consultation that we held last year. 
George Street bungalows - the parish council sees the bungalows in George 
Street as a valuable part of the housing stock in the village and is against Orbitôs 
recent decision to sell one and is seeking assurance from Orbit that this will not 
become normal practice. 
Road closures that affect bus service - over the past year the bus service in the 
village has been disrupted on several occasions and each time Stagecoach and 
Warwickshire Highways assure us that it wont happen again - but due to poor 
communications their plans do not seem to be out into practice. We will be 
continuing to push both organisations with our County Councillorôs help to  
improve their performance with a proper plan in place and better 
communications with bus users. 
 
Heritage features - the paved area round the war memorial off Glebe Close will 
be extended, a memorial bench installed and an ornamental railing fence erected. 
 
I referred at the beginning to our budget and this year we have increased our 
precept, which is the money that Stratford collect on our behalf, to £25,000. This 
amounts to a charge of £44.62 for a band D property (about 85 pence per week).  
In the Stratford area there are 89 parishes  and Stockton is 49th highest out of the 
89. The highest is £143.77, the lowest is £12.76 and the average is £62.01 so in 
my view we are a very cost conscious council.  
 
Lastly I would like to record my sincere thanks to my fellow Councillors and the 
Parish Clerk for their support throughout the year.  I would also like to thank our 
County Councillor, Andy Crump, for his unstinting support for Stockton and I 
would also like to welcome our new District Councillor, Louis Adam, and look 
forward to working with him.

STOCKTON PARISH COUNCIL - MAY 2019 MEETING 
These are informal notes - for a full record please refer to the approved minutes 
on the parish council website. 
Election of Chairman for 2019/20 - Howard Collerson was elected by the other 
councillors to act as chairman for the forthcoming year. 
Village facilities - Taylor Wimpey have still not confirmed the ownership of the 
large hedge between Grange Farm Drive and the Weaverôs Way estate.  The 
parish council will contact Cemex, who originally owned the land, to see if they 
can identify the ownership of the land on which the hedge stands. Defibrillator - 
following a discussion about the use of the phone box in The Square to house a 
defibrillator, the parish council will ask BT whether the box would be available, 
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The parish council decided in principle to fund a defibrillator if a suitable 
location could be found. 
 
Planning matters - 8 Earles Close: application for  a single storey extension 
to the rear - no representation by the parish council. The Paddocks, Station Road: 
although this is in the Rugby Borough area the parish council has been consulted 
on an application to construct a single storey residence - the parish council 
decided not to respond as it is not a formal consultee. 
 
New District Councillor - our new district Councillor, Louis Adam, attended 
the meeting and was asked by the parish council to pursue two items; the 
complaints about the poor quality of grass mowing near to Orbit homes 
following the appointment of new contractors (the parish council understands 
that similar problems are being experienced in other villages); the length of time 
(up to 12 weeks) that Stratford Planning require to undertake property searches 
when a property is being purchased. 
 
Stockton crossroads - the parish council agreed to submit an application for a 
grant from Warwickshireôs Road Safety Fund to carry out improvements at the 
crossroads that would raise motorists attention at the crossroads and also reduce 
their speed as these appear to be the main causes of collisions. The scheme 
would include illuminated ñHaltò signs on the approached from Stockton and 
Long Itchington to replace the existing non-illuminated ñGive Wayò signs; to 
install vehicle activated warning signs on the approaches from Southam and 
Rugby; to put down double white lines on the A426 through the junction; to 
reduce the width of the approach from Stockton with a hatched white line area so 
that only one vehicle at a time can wait at the junction; to repaint the red warning 
squares on the A426; to install kerbing between the crossroads and the driveway 
into The Old Police House with an off-road parking area for BT vehicles that are 
working at the green boxes.

For the last few weeks, Iôve been pounding the streets of Southam, delivering my 
election leaflets , seeking to be re-elected to Stratford DC. It was certainly hard 
work but it gave my artificial hip (a legacy of playing for Stockton FC for many 
years !!) a good workout.  I enjoy canvassing as I get to see and hear what is 
going on in the community and what issues need to be tackled or resolved.  
Sometimes issues take longer than expected to be resolved due to various 
reasons e.g. consultations, health & safety, budget constraints, objections from 
neighbours etc. 
Recently at SDC a planning application from HS2 to lay electricity cables from 
Deppers Bridge to Bascote/Long Itchington Wood to power the óTunnel Boringô 
Machine that will make the tunnel under the wood. We managed to get 
conditions on the application approval that will ensure HS2 pay for extra school 
buses during these works as road diversions will inevitably mean delays to 
journeys. HS2 will also have to consult with local councils e.g. Southam, 
Stockton and Napton about changes to bus routes and timetables and also ensure 
that the diversions are properly advertised.   HS2 will also be obliged to co-

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ordinate works with the S278 road closures for the works on the David Wilson 
Homes. 
In all parts of my County ward, I receive complaints about parking near schools 
and I will raise it with the Police at the Southam & Feldon Community Forum at 
Southam Primary School from 6.30 on 12th June. (all welcome) . Other topics to 
be discussed include HS2 update,  Prevent. A full agenda will be published soon. 
My community grants pot (£6k) has just opened for applications from 
community groups and voluntary organisations. In 2018/19 I was able to help 10 
local organisations (7 in Southam, 3 in Stockton) with funding for projects for all 
ages. I hope to help a similar amount of organisations this year. 
I also have a delegated transport budget which I can use for transport or 
highways related issues in my ward. Over the past 2 years I have been able to get 
works carried out in Southam, Stockton and Napton e.g. in Wood St, near 
Napton school and by Nelson Club towards Napton. Speed limits have (or are in 
the process of being changed) in our area too.  Future projects include a crossing 
in Welsh Road West, near Southam College, potential improvements to the 
approaches to Stockton Crossroads as well as speed reduction measures in 
Napton. 
Warwickshire Trading Standards continue to do great work protecting the 
community and have made several successful prosecutions against rogue traders 
(car garages), shops that sell cigarettes, knives or alcohol to children and a 
óbutcherô who fraudulently claimed to sell high quality British meat.  They also 
took away some unsafe lights being sold at Wellesbourne Market . 
Warwickshire Youth Justice and Warwickshire Fire & Rescue have both been 
rated good during recent inspections.  Public Health England (PHE) also gave a 
glowing report on the Warwickshire is doing to improve the health and 
wellbeing of its residents and how it is tackling inequalities.  Warwickshire is 
considered by PHE a beacon for other authorities in the West Midlands . 
The County Councilôs website is being updated to make it more user friendly and 
more informative. 
I would also like to pay tribute to all the volunteers who work very hard in their 
communities , recently I joined a litter pick organised by the óSoutham Rubbish 
Friendsô. They did a great job and it was refreshing to see all ages working 
together for the benefit of the town. Parish councillors are volunteers too and 
they have the local communityôs best interests at heart. If you donôt know what 
they do, please go to a Parish Council meeting. 
Iôd like to end on a further positive note with Warwickshire Highways being 
ranked joint top of 113 authorities (Leamington Observer 22/3/19) in a national 
independent survey looking at satisfaction with highways and transport services.

He 
championed the weak and the vulnerable people in society.  And there are words 
in the baptism service that remind us that Christians should follow his example 
by standing up for truth and showing compassion to those in need.   
 
Just think what a difference we could make in our families, our neighbourhoods, 
our workplaces and our world if we were all to practice the sort of love described 
by St. Paul! 
 
There are lots of other celebrations going on in our churches over the summer – 
look out for details and please come and join in.

I've been 
working in horticulture for nearly 40 years so I should be prepared for this but it 

always catches me out. 
 

Jobs include..........planting out sweet corn......and leeks.......pinch out the tips of 
broad beans to discourage aphids........sow more carrots, lettuce and peas to have 

a succession of crops.......split up primulas including cowslips and 
replant...........put stakes in for tall perennials which tend to flop(a job I hate 

doing)..........pick sweet  peas, it will encourage more flowers.............all tender 
plants such as summer bedding, dahlias and cannas can be planted outside now 

with confidence.........prune winter flowering viburnums.......pot up some 
strawberry runners and don't forget to weed out the weeds.

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After we sang ñJerusalemò as usual Sally opened the meeting and straight away 
introduced our speaker who was a replacement for the listed talk about Blood 
Bikes. He was John Butterworth a former journalist and newspaper editor and 
his talk was titled The Nurse who saved Guinea Bissau. The nurse and trained 
midwife was Lily Gaynor who in 1957 freshly qualified from her training and 
who also had realised a childhood dream of becoming a missionary set sail for 
Guinea Bissau, situate in further western point of Africa near Guinea, to live 
among the Papel tribe. Tuberculosis, malaria and typhoid were rife and children 
grossly malnourished and witch doctors flourished. Lily set up a clinic under the 
mango trees administering penicillin which was described by members of the 
tribe as ñGodôs Needleò. Lily also helped with the medical care of pigs, cows, 
rabbits and hens. Many of the villagers suffered agonizing toothache so she had 
to learn emergency dentistry.  
John Butterworth had become aware that Lily had written everything down 
about her life amongst the Papel tribe and collaborated in writing the book called 
ñGodôs Needleò. The book is filled with many arresting medical stories and tells 
us that Lily learned the Papel language, invented an alphabet and finally 
translated the entire New Testament. She faced opposition and was cursed by 
witch doctors and new converts were threatened. Today Guinea Bissau has one 
of the biggest national churches in West Africa. John told a fascinating story and 
some of us bought this book so hopefully more of us may get to read 
the full story. Lily is now aged 91 and living in Liverpool! 
Sally and Joan, our Secretary, took us through the notices and the forthcoming 
events. Sally started by introducing a visitor, Sue Myhill the Warwickshire 
Federation Treasurer. Joan gave more details of the summer Winchester outing 
and requested diary payments and reminded us about the group meeting. She 
also requested emergency contact numbers required for our outings. 
Sue then went through the resolutions the first being a call against the decline in 
local bus services with NFWI lobbying to increase subsidies. She told us the 
budget had been cut by 45% since 2010. The second one was support in cervical 
screening as the numbers of women taking this up had declined dramatically. 
Both of these were carried. 
Joan won the raffle and Wendy, at last, won the competition of a piece of 
costume jewellery.
