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STOCKTONôS WEATHER STATION - JUNE 2020 
 
Headlines - a traditional British summer month with average rainfall and 
sunshine and a pattern of two or three hot days followed by storms. 
The average minimum temperature was 12.3 deg. C, nearly two degrees above 
the average (10.5 deg. C). The lowest temperature was 6.4 deg. c on the 5th June. 
The average maximum temperature was 20.9 deg. C, more than one degree 
above the average (19.8 deg. C) The highest temperature was 31.2 deg. c on the 
25th.  Rainfall, at 62.5 mm  was 10% above the average (57mm) and nearly half 
of that fell on two consecutive days, the 17th and 18th. It rained on 16 days. The 
rain pattern was showery so that areas quite near had a different experience to 
Stockton with Coventry recording more than 35% more than us and Daventry 
having 15% less. Sunshine levels have been quite normal recording 94% of long 
term averages.The wind was fairly variable in direction with the only dominant 
point from the south-west (12 days). 
 
STOCKTONôS WEATHER STATION - JULY 2020 
Headlines - a typically changeable summer month that got very hot at the 
end. 
The average minimum temperature was 12.8 deg.C, very close to the average 
(12.6 deg.). The lowest temperate was 9.0 deg. C on the 10th.  The average 
maximum temperature was 21.2 deg. C, about one degree below the average 
(22.0 deg.) and the hottest  temperature was 33.8 deg. C on the 31st July. 
Rainfall, at 44 mm, was 75%  of the July average of 59 mm and it rained on 
11 days. The wettest day was 7th with 10mm. Sunshine was only 85% of our 
normal July levels. The wind blew mostly from north-west, west and south-west 
(25 days) 
 
Trivia of the month - although many places in the country recorded one of 
their hottest days on record on 31st July our local temperature of 33.8 was 
below the 34.7 that we saw last July.

STOCKTON PARISH COUNCIL - JULY 2020 MEETING 
These are informal notes only - for a formal record please refer to the approved 
minutes on our website. 
County Councillors Report: Andy Crump reported on effor ts to reopen 
Stockton civic amenity site but pointed out the problems of road safety even with 
pre-booked slots.  He was also in regular contact with Warwickshire Highways 
to lessen the effects of HS2 road closures. 
District Councillors Report: it was pointed out that one of the roads on the 
new estate in Long Itchington opposite the school was called Nelson Way and 
that this might cause confusion with our existing Nelsons Way. 
Planning Matters - Westfield House, Mount Pleasant: outline permission for  
a 4/5 bedroomed house, permission granted.  Redwood Place, 2 Rectory Close: 
work to various yew trees covered by tree protection orders, parish council 
supported this. The Crown Inn, High Street: demolition of barn and construction 
of residential flats and commercial space., application withdrawn. Stockton 
Football & Sports Club: extension of changing rooms, new application 
Village facilities: Stockton Primary School fencing: the school will replace 
the fencing on School Street with new fencing of the same height as the existing. 
Other fencing will be 6ft palisade fencing. Glebe Close/ St. Michaelôs Crescent 
overgrown hedge: Warwickshire Rural Housing Association have agreed to 
cut back the overgrown hedge once the nesting season has finished. Street 
lighting: in view of the reliability of modern lamps the par ish council agreed 
to explore the termination of the maintenance contract with Eon that costs £830 
+VAT par annum and using a call-out agreement with Midland Sign and 
Lighting. The council also agreed to replace the old column outside the school 
entrance  and in Elm Row to replace the sodium bulbs with white LED lights 
next year. Hedge on the Memorial Green: a quote for trimming this hedge will be 
sought. The council noted the developerôs decision to name the new 
development on the Elm Row garages site Iris Mews. 
Review of Policies: the following policies were reviewed and updated as 
appropriate; Financial Regulations, Standing Orders, Risk Assessment.  These 
can all be viewed on the councilôs website. 
Future meetings: it was agreed that the councilôs meetings would continue to 
be held on Zoom during August and September and that they would plan to 
return to the village hall in October with appropriate sanitisation and social 
distancing procedures.

County Council and District Council matters: Stockton Tip is scheduled to 
be open in September on Saturdays and Sundays only , with prior booking.  
Southam Library is due to open on 24 August for  ñclick and collectò. The 
A425 Southam to Daventry road  now has a 50 mph limit so please watch 
your speed.  Complaints have been made to the HS2 company about their failure 
to coordinate with other agencies on road closures that has lead to traffic 
problems in other villages near the route. Anti-social behaviour on Stockton 
playing field - the police and Stratfordôs Anti-Social Behaviour Unit have been 
alerted to recent incidents. This has to be an issue for the whole community to 
deal with, not just the parish council. If you see any mopeds, motorcycles, cars, 
etc that you don't recognise and might be suspicious parked near the entrance 
then take a photo on your phone and contact the police on 101.  
Planning matters: Stockton House - remedial work to trees covered by Tree 
Protection Orders, no representation by the parish council. Manor Farm - 
conversion of outbuildings, internal remodelling of the layout and construction 
of new garage and drive and granting of Listed Building Consent to cover this 
work - no representation by the parish council. 
Financial matters: Church Clock - repairs to a bush and lever in the striking 
action are needed. The clock is a war memorial originally paid for by public 
subscription and the parish council has taken over responsibility for its 
maintenance. This work was approved at a cost of £972 + VAT. 
Village facilities: cross-field footpaths - the main paths to Southam, Long 
Itchington, Napton, Birdingbury, etc have all been walked recently and no 
significant maintenance problems were found.

Stockton Tip 
I have been told by several senior officers at WCC, that the Stockton HW&RC 
will be reopening in September. Details TBC as soon as I get them – Iôm 
pretty certain it will use a booking system, similar to Princes Drive. (You can 
imagine the number of emails Iôve sent and calls Iôve made to progress this over 
the last 3-4 months). 
For those who donôt already know, SDC has agreed to collect side waste in our 
part of the district as it appreciates the temporary closure of the Stockton site is 
causing difficulties for some local residents. They took some cardboard of mine 
that Iôd left next to my blue bin, so I can testify they are keeping true to their 
word . 
Appointments to Princes Drive have been increased and weekly visits should 
soon be permitted  
Speed/Road Safety - 
Some of my schemes, locally (by Stockton Crossroads), were again delayed due 
to Covid-19 but are now starting to happen. The A425 to Napton is now a 50mph 
road, some residents are pleased by this, others are not. The same can be said 
about the police using mobile speed guns locally. Some residents are pleased by 
this, others are not. Complainants say why arenôt the Police catching órealô 
criminals or it is a way of earning cash from speeding fines.  
Road safety can be improved by:- 
1) Improved driving standards 
2) Road safety training and education(targeted at those who need it most) 
3) Changes to road layouts and signage 
4) Enforcement of speed limits either by mobile or average speed cameras. 
In Coventry the average speed cameras in London Road, have reduced accidents 
significantly (by 80-90% I believe). WCC will be trialling average speed 
cameras in 4 locations over the next 12 months. 
Over the last few years, around 350 people were killed or seriously injured per 
annum on Warwickshireôs roads. It is estimated that in 2020/21 that this figure 
will fall due to the lower levels of traffic since lockdown was introduced

Many accidents (in particular when no one else is involved) are caused by;- 
1) Driver error 
2) Driver distractions or lack of concentration 
3) Tiredness 
4) Swerving to avoid animals 
5) Mud/oil on road 
6) Tyre blow out or mechanical failure 
7) Ice/snow 
Major significant causes are 
1) Drink & drug driving 
2) Speed 
3) Overtaking in inappropriate places 
óan accident waiting to happenô is a phrase often used about a certain road, but 
that can be said about all roads if users donôt respect them. No road can ever be 
designed to make it foolproof to accidents – WCC could spend tens of millions 
of pounds trying to do so but it still would not be able prevent all accidents. 
Maybe the new ódriverless carsô that are being trialled in some areas of the 
Midlands, could be the answer. I will continue to press for improvements locally 
– I was pleased to get the Zebra crossing installed in Welsh Road West, but 
again a few residents disagreed with that. 
Repairs, blocked drains and paths – many of you may have seen repair 
ógangsô out working on local roads and paths, catching up on the backlog that 
has built up over the last few months. Other gangs have been cutting back 
overgrown paths and making them safer to use as well as tackling the backlog of 
BLOCKED DRAINS – Iôve reported several areas in all parts of my ward. 
Various 
I continue to deal with issues relating to road safety, street lighting, planning, pot 
holes, litter, rural broadband as well as overgrown hedges.

Letter from Rev. Gillian Roberts 
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Re-opening our church buildings for Sunday Worship 
I am sure you will know by now that the government and Church of England 
have given permission for church buildings to re-open for Sunday worship.  As a 
Group, we will re-start Sunday services from the beginning of this month, albeit 
with a slimmed down pattern of services for the foreseeable future.  (See 
elsewhere in the magazine for details.)  ñChurchò will look very different to how 
we have known it in the past but it will be good to get back to worship together! 
 
I want to outline the measures we are putting in place to do as much as we can to 
ensure your safety.  In addition, each church has produced its own 
comprehensive risk assessment, which is available on request.   
 
1. Use the hand sanitiser on entering and leaving the building 
2. You will not need to sign in for the service but we will keep a record for 

21 days of who attends in case there is a need for contact tracing 
3. Help yourself to an order of service from the box near the entrance and 

place it in the second box at the end of the service 
4. Please bring your own bible 
5. Wear a face covering, unless you are exempt.  This can be removed if you 

are leading any part of the service. 
6. Follow the one-way system or the instructions of the person on duty 
7. Please follow the 2metre social distancing requirements at all times 
8. We cannot sing hymns – but there will be music! 
9. Guidance for Holy Communion will be explained at the beginning of each 

service. 
10. A collection will not be taken during the service but the offertory plate 

will be placed near the entrance for your contribution (alternatively, please 
consider making a regular donation by standing order) 

11. Please do not come to the service if you have tested Covid positive or 
displayed Covid symptoms during the last 14 days!

There are lots of leaves falling from the trees,  many plants are looking stressed, 
watering is time consuming and monotonous and our water bills will be high. 
 
There is a new (ish) threat to some of our much loved plants which has taken an 
absurd turn. Xylella fastidiosa is a bacteria which is rife in parts of Europe and is 
killing olives, rosemary, lavender and many other plants. So far it is not in this 
country. Although it has been known about for some years it was just earlier this 
year (in April) that DEFRA introduced stricter controls for these imported plants. 
BUT, the EU has overturned the decision saying words to the effect that the 
measures are disproportionate. To find out more visit https://www.rhs.org.uk/

Please, please, when buying plants ask where they have been grown. There have 
already been many pests and diseases imported from abroad, (vine weevil is one 
of them) we really don't want this one too.

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Insulation Related Scams on the Rise  
Warwickshire residents are warned to be wary of unexpected phone calls from 
traders claiming that their home insulation is ódegradingô or that their cavity wall 
insulation was incorrectly fitted and is failing. The callers may also claim that 
they are part of a special Government operated scheme to carry out home checks 
or that the cost of replacing or repairing the home insulation will be covered by a 
Government grant.  
 
These approaches are sometimes made to gain access to an individualôs 
home to carry out home maintenance that may be unnecessary and could be 
costly for the homeowner.  
 
Itôs difficult to tell a good trader from a rogue on the doorstep or over the 
phone.   
 
Householders are advised to visit the UK Government website Simply Energy 
Advice for information and advice on all aspects of insulating your home and 
on your eligibility for grants and other support, visit: https://
www.simpleenergyadvice.org.uk/ or freephone 0800 444202 to speak to a 
trained advisor.  
 
Bogus Amazon and Amazon Prime Phone Calls  
Scammers are cold calling Warwickshire residents falsely claiming to be calling 
from Amazon or Amazon Prime. The fraudsters make numerous different claims 
in order to trick people in to sending money. These include:  

Claiming that Amazon have mistakenly debited an individualôs bank 
account and requesting they (the individual) pay £75 before the money 
can be returned.  
Recorded messages stating that a £79.99 Amazon Prime subscription will 
be automatically renewed unless the caller presses 1 on their phone. Once 
the scammer can speak directly to the victim, they will attempt to

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obtain personal and financial information and money from the victim.  
The fraudsters may already know the name, address and telephone numbers of 
the people they are trying to scam to make them sound more plausible.   
Amazon advise consumers to put the phone down on these sorts of phone 
calls immediately and not to reveal any personal information.  
Amazon will never ask you to make a payment outside of its website (e.g. via 
bank transfer, e-mailing credit card details, sharing gift card details over the 
phone, etc.) or ask you for remote access to your computer. Amazon will never 
ask for payment or offer you a refund you do not expect.  
 
Businesses Targeted by óInternet Connection Dropô Scam  
Warwickshire businesses, including staff working from home, are warned to 
beware of bogus phone calls from scammers falsely claiming that the business 
is experiencing an óinternet connection dropô and requesting remote access to 
staff computers to fix the problem. These sorts of scams enable fraudsters to take 
control of computers in order to introduce computer viruses and 
steal usernames, passwords and sensitive data.  
 
Copycat Websites Spring Up to Scam Consumers  
Consumers are warned to beware of copycat websites that look like genuine 
Government websites set up to administer applications for passports and driving 
licences etc. One Warwickshire consumer lost money after booking their Theory 
test through a copycat website. Copycat websites typically charge higher fees for 
processing or renewing official documents than the genuine website, in some 
cases charging for items that are free.

Bogus Live Streaming Websites Warning  
Following the COVID-19 related closure of music and entertainment venues, 
many artists turned to live streaming, performing live or streaming recorded 
material. But warn Trading Standards criminals have been setting up bogus 
social media pages to promote scam live streams designed to steal personal 
information through a bogus registration process. Scammers have also targeted 
genuine live streams to direct people away to bogus donation pages. Streaming 
platforms such as Netflix and Spotify have also been targeted by criminals who 
send out phishing scam emails to get users to reveal personal or financial 
information or make payments.  
Zoom Users Targeted by Criminals  
Users of the popular video conferencing service Zoom have been targeted 
by fraudsters, Trading Standards is warning. Bogus Zoom emails inform 
the recipient that a óZoom voicemailô has been received. They are then directed

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to phone a premium rate number to hear it, costing a reported £6! Other bogus 
email messages include fake Zoom conference call invitations that 
direct recipients to copycat login pages from which usernames 
and passwords can be stolen.  
 
Bogus Food Parcel Scam  
Warwickshire residents have reported receiving suspicious and 
unexpected phone calls from people claiming to be from óthe Councilô 
offering COVID-19 food parcels before asking for personal 
information including names, work/business information and dates of birth!  
 
HMRC Tax Fraud Scam  
More Warwickshire residents are reporting being the targets of the HMRC tax 
scam. The latest scam involves residents receiving a recorded message stating 
that they are being investigated by HMRC for tax fraud and directing them to 
press 1 to speak to an official to resolve the matter!  
 
Bogus Bank SMS Messages  
Warwickshire residents and businesses who bank online and receive 
SMS (text) messages from their banks are warned to beware of bogus SMS (text) 
messages that may appear amongst genuine messages in their SMS feeds. These 
bogus messages usually state that a new payment has been made or direct debit 
or standing order set up via their banking app. The message goes on to say that if 
the bank customer was not responsible for the payment or new instruction, they 
should report it. They are then directed to follow a link in the text message to a 
fake or copycat version of their bankôs genuine website and login with 
their username and password. The scammers then steal this information.

We are expecting the van every Saturday 
throughout the cricket season.  
 
Dave Hancox is leading our resumed Summer League with 46 points, well ahead 
of Sarah Jerger and Becky Rushton who are tying on 36 points each. Sarah is just 
ahead in the Singles League with 9 wins, just ahead of Dave Hancox and Rich 
Rushton on 8 wins each.
